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DIRECTIONS AND GUIDANCE FOR INPUT

I.  Introduction and User Account.

II.  Getting Started

AFSAS Web Site http://sas.kirtland.af.mil/
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Select “Login To AFSAS” type your username and password.  A menu tree will then pop up.  This menu will come up in TEXT-only format.  Select on “Click on Graphics Version” on the right side to view graphics format.  Please use the TEXT-only format if your Internet connection is limited and/or you want faster performance.  

The “Bird Strike” menu is located under “Aviation”.  The following selections are available:

(1) List Open - to view/edit an existing report


(a) BETWEEN TWO DATES - list of reports spanning between two dates


(b) LAST 30 DAYS - list of reports occurring in the last 30 days


(c) SPECIFIC DATE - list of reports occurring on one specific day


(d) BY USER - list of reports inputted by user currently logged in


(e) SPECIFIC STRIKE ID - retrieves specific report 

(2) New - select for entering a new wildlife strike report.

II.  Entry Types


(a) Text Box
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 Type information directly into text box.

(b) Drop-down Box
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 Press black down arrow to view list of values to choose from.


(c) List Box
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 Press white down arrow.  The following security alert message (see figure below) may pop up once or twice, press “Yes” to continue.
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New window (see figure below) will pop up that gives the user the option to “Search” for a 

value or “List All” available values.  If searching, enter text (example. if searching for Randolph AFB, type in “Rand”).
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New window with a list of values in blue will pop up (see figure below).  Click on the value that is applicable to wildlife strike.

3.  AIRCRAFT





REQUIRED ENTRY

Aircraft involved in wildlife strike.  If the system is not listed, please select “UNKNOWN/NOT LISTED (SEE REMARKS)” and then annotate the aircraft in the “Additional Remarks” section.

4.  LOCATION 1 (page 1 of Location Wizard)

REQUIRED ENTRY
NOTE:  BASH database has a hierarchy for location.  This allows for the user to put the correct information (unknown versus known) for the bird strike.

5.  COUNTRY (page 2 of Location Wizard)

REQUIRED ENTRY
Based on the “Location1” selected above, the user will get a list of countries to choose from.  Select the country where the strike occurred.  NOTE:  Make sure the lat/long and country entries agree.
6.  STATE (page 3 of Location Wizard)

REQUIRED ENTRY
If the “Country” entry above is “United States”, the user will get a list of states to choose from.  If “United States” was not selected, the “State” entry will be “UNKNOWN” and the user should press Save and Continue.  NOTE:  Make sure the lat/long and state entries agree.
7.  LOCATION 2 Type (page 4 of Location Wizard)
REQUIRED ENTRY
	(a) UNKNOWN
	Select if aircrew was unaware of strike inflight and/or did not know where strike occurred.

	(b) AIRPORT
	Strike occurred at an airport.

	(c) SPECIAL USE AIRSPACE
	Strike occurred in SUAS (may conflict with LL Route, choose which is most applicable).

	(d) LOW-LEVEL ROUTE
	Strike occurred on Military Training Route.  Only IR, SR, and VR routes are listed for selection


8.  Location Wizard continued



REQUIRED ENTRY
