At Thumrait while briefing crews in

Omani AF Fighter Sq I saw the most effective flying safety posters

imaginable.  I’m surprised we've never done it in the USAF (at least that I know

of). 

The children of each pilot drew a poster hung in the Sq saying things

like "fly safe father, I want you to be there tonight to read to me."

"Please be careful Dad, I love you." 

The posters were colored by 3-5 year olds, and some by older kids.  We could even do spouses. I think we need to do this in the USAF.   It really will be effective just as you step to fly at the duty desk, in mission planning, in maintenance, etc.
