How does SEG verify that the organizational entry supervisors are trained, qualified, and experienced to authorize permit-required confined space entries? (para 2.7.5.2)

Installation Fire Chief (CEF)

Does CEF provide rescue support for confined space entries according to local agreements? (para 2.8.1)

Is the CEF representatives on the CSPT trained in confined space requirements. (para 2.8.3)

When requested, does the CEF assist the functional manager in obtaining training for entrants, entry supervisors, and organizational rescue teams? (para 2.8.4)

Does the CEF assist in identification and selection of required equipment, to include PPE and self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA), for organizational rescue teams? (para 2.8.5)

Is the CEF a member of the CSPT? (2.8.8).

Bioenvironmental Engineering(BE)

Does BE enroll all required personnel who may enter confined spaces in the installation respiratory protection program. (para 2.9.1)

Is the BE representatives on the CSPT trained in confined space requirements. (para 2.9.2)
Does BE provide local training on the use, calibration (user), and care of atmosphere testing and monitoring equipment. Certify organizational personnel, as required to test confined spaces? (para 2.9.3) 

Does the BE have documentation with the location of each confined space in the appropriate case file with the information provided by the functional manager? (para 2.9.4)

Does BE assist in training personnel for confined space duties? (para 2.9.6)

Does BE evaluate workers exposure to hazardous chemicals according to AFOSH Standard 48-8, Controlling Exposure to Hazardous Materials? (para 2.9.7)
As the office of primary responsibility (OPR) for the installation respiratory program, does BE assist in the selection of appropriate respiratory equipment and other PPE? (para 2.9.8)

Is the BE a member of the CSPT? (para 2.9.12)

Confined Space Program Team (CSPT)

Does the CSPT have the required membership? (para 2.10)

Is there a CSPT train-the-trainer program developed and provided for entry supervisors or acceptable external training sources identified? (para 2.10.2)

Does the CSPT assist in developing a Master Entry Plans (MEP) when requested by the functional manager or commander? (para 2.10.4) 

Does the CSPT evaluate and approve all MEPs? (para 2.10.6)

Does the CSPT review the installation confined space program at least annually? (para 2.10.7)

Are procedures established with the contracting office to review all new construction projects to identify and record and classify confined spaces. (para 2.10.8)

Commanders and (or) Functional Managers 

Has a written confined space program been developed if required? (para 2.12.1)

Has all personnel who are assigned duties and responsibilities that support the permit-required confined space program tasks properly trained, equipped, and qualified and is the training documented? (para 2.12.2) 

Has the required equipment been  procured to support entry into confined spaces? (para 2.12.3)

Is a current list of all confined spaces, both permit-required and non-permit, under the control of the organization or function, being maintained? (para 2.12.4)

Has a copy of the list of all confined spaces, permit-required and non-permit, been provided to the host installation ground safety manager, fire chief, and bioenvironmental engineer? (para 2.12.5)

Does the unit have designate entry supervisors? (para 2.12.6)

Does all non-permit confined spaces within their area of responsibility get reviewed at least annually to ascertain that no changes occurred which would affect the original classification? (para 2.12.7) 

General Requirements

Does the host installation SEG staff coordinating the installation confined space program? (para 3.1)

Does the functional manager or commander, in coordination with personnel on the CSPT, identify, evaluate, and classify each confined space within the organization? (para 3.2)

Is initial testing and evaluation of confined spaces conducted IAW para. 3.3?

Are permit-required confined spaces that workers and other employees could inadvertently enter marked?  (para 3.5)
